Summer Undergraduate Research Fellowships for Undergraduates 
2008 
 
Undergraduate students from Washington University (WU) and other universities are 
invited to apply for fellowships to pursue research with a WU faculty member affiliated 
with the Cognitive Computational and Systems Neuroscience pathway. Students must be 
sponsored by a faculty mentor. A list of affiliated faculty is available at the following 
URL: http://dbbs.wustl.edu/ccsn. Interested students are encouraged to contact potential 
members directly, well before the application deadline. 
 
Freshmen, Sophomores, and Juniors with prior research experience, and those new to 
research, are encouraged to apply. Fellows will be selected on the basis of their interest 
and aptitude for research in Cognitive Computational and Systems Neuroscience. Each 
fellow will receive a stipend of $3500 and will be eligible for a reduced housing rate in 
the Summer Research Dorm. In addition to their work in the lab, fellows will have the 
opportunity to take part in activities arranged by the Office of Undergraduate Research 
and to hear talks by current CCSN graduate students. 
 
To apply, a 1-2 page research proposal, a resume and a letter of nomination from your 
research mentor must be sent to:
